All your 
favorite features from Fizz Traveller 2.x are there, but we have added many more and enhanced 
the user interface to make your whole experience easier and more enriching. You will find that 
Fizz Traveller becomes an indispensible tool for all your Travel planning, and also for your

Á See moon phase information including graphical representation 
Á Get weather forecasts for today, 48 hours or 7 days ahead, for any city out of the 58,000 

supported worldwide. Now you can also see current conditions for each of your favourite cities. 
Á See weather maps, radar maps and satellite maps for any of your favorite cities. (radar only 

supported for the US) 
Á Choose a custom webcam for all of your cities that you can update whenever you like. 
Á See likely Airport Delays caused by the weather for all major airports

City lookup and weather forecasts require your device to have an active Internet connection, but you 
can use Active Sync or the Windows mobile device center and get your data without a data plan on your 
device. 
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Installing Fizz Traveller 3 
 
Fizz Traveller 3 supports Window Mobile 2005 and 2006 with all variants of screen size and resolution. If 
you have problems with your device, then contact support@fizzsoftware.com for help. 
To install, download the zip file and unzip on your PC. With your device connected to your PC via Active 
Sync or the Windows Mobile Device Center on Windows Vista do the following:- 
 
Double Click on setup.exe 
 
Follow the on-screen installer dialogs. 
Check your device and install either to phone or storage card 
If you prefer using .cab file to install, or if you have a Apple Mac, you can download the .cab file from our 
website.  
 
See the product Page and follow the link for documentation and .cab files on that page. 
Once installed, you can use the product FREE for 3 days, after which you will need to activate it to 
continue usage.  
 
Upgrading from a Previous Version of Fizz Traveller 
When you upgrade to Fizz Traveller 3, all information from earlier versions will be lost, Fizz Traveller 2 and 
Fizz Traveller 3 can be installed together with the exception of the home screen plugin.  
 
If you are using the Fizz Traveller 2 homescreen plugin, please switch this off and reboot the device to 
remove the version from memory before installing Fizz Traveller 3.

Launching Fizz Traveller 3 
 
Once installed, Fizz Traveller 3 will be available in the Programs list.    
Select the Fizz Traveller 3 icon from the Programs list 
  
You can change the language Fizz Traveller 3 runs in by using the Settings Screen. 
 
Personal Data Files 
 
Fizz Traveller 3 will create several files suffixed with .dat in a folder called Downloads in the Fizz Traveller 
3 installation folder on your device.  
 
These files are used by Fizz Traveller 3 to manage your personal settings and data.  
 
If you want to backup your data please backup all files suffixed with .dat which will all be in the downloads 
folder.

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Activating Fizz Traveller 3 
 
Fizz Traveller 3 will function for 3 days before you are required to enter a valid Activation code.  You may 
register either by selecting Activation from the Fizz Traveller Welcome section or wait until after 3 days in 
which case the only available option will be the Activation screen. 

 
To register, simply enter the Activation code provided when you purchased the product and click 
Activate. You may also need to enter your email address. 
 
You will need a valid internet connection (or be connected to your PC via Active Sync) to complete the 
product activation. Once complete, a large green tick will appear, telling you that your product is 
activated. 
 
If you wish to use the Fizz Flight Status application, you will need to purchase a subscription in order to 
use the service. Do this in the same way that you purchased Fizz Traveller (ie. Via our website or 
Handango) and Activate the subscription in the same way, from the Fizz Traveller Activation screen. 
 
If you change your device or perform a hard reset, you will need to de-activate the software on your old 
device or from your Fizz Software on-line account and then re-activate your software on the new device. 
The process is simple:- 
 

1. Logon to your Fizz Software Online account at www.fizzsoftware.com/myaccount  
2. If you do not have your login details, you can have them sent to you by using the lost password 

link. The email address here will be the one used when you registered your product. If you have 
changed your email address since your purchase, email support@fizzsoftware.com , make sure 
you tell them the email address you originally used. 

3. Once you have logged onto your account, choose deactivate. 
4. You can now install Fizz Traveller 3 on your new device and then choose Activate, you can use 

the same activation number, this is listed in your account details.

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Fizz Traveller Set-Up Wizard 
 
When you launch Fizz Traveller for the first time, the Fizz Traveller Set-Up Wizard will run. This helps you 
set up your favourite cities and how you would like Fizz Traveller to look, ie. Your colour scheme and 
background. You can run the Wizard again at any time by going to Settings and choosing Set-Up Wizard. 
Fizz Traveller comes pre-loaded with around 250 cities, as you type your city name in, this list will be 
searched first and if your city cannot be found, you will be prompted to look for your city online, via your 
Active sync or GPRS connection. Over 58,000 cities are supported.  

Fizz Traveller Navigation 
 
The main screen that you will use when navigating around Fizz Traveller is the Fizz Traveller Services 
screen. Here you will see various options for navigating your way around Traveller. You can use the panel 
of icons on the right of the screen to go through the main sections. 
 
These are:- 
 
Á Now ς Choosing this option allows you to choose the main Fizz Traveller screen with the clock , 

or other options to change the way you use Fizz Traveller, such as setting  up your cities and your 
scheduled downloads and homescreen options. You also Activate the product here. 

Á International ς This section allows you to see the time in all your selected cities, a Daylight map 
to see where your cities are and whether they are in darkness or daylight, a world meeting 
planner, so you can instantly see what the best time would be to have a meeting with other 
countries in the world and International dial codes for hundreds of countries worldwide, 
including exit codes. 

Á Weather and Maps ς Choose this to see 7/2 day forecasts, forecast, radar and satellite maps and 
potential airport delays caused by the weather 

Á Alarms/Counters ς Choose this option to set alarms, or use the timer and stop watch features 
Á Travel Information ς Choose this to see flight information, a full list of airport codes worldwide 

and to access packing lists  
Á Conversions ς Choose this to see currency information for cities around the world, also, 

conversions for lots of everyday units of measurement and also clothes and shoes. 
 
At any time you can return to this menu using the Services button, or by pressing the back key. We will 
now go through each of the options above in more detail. 

Top tip: Whenever you see a list of information, try using your finger to quickly 
scroll through the list to reach your desired location. The faster you move your 
finger, the faster the list will scroll.  

Fizz Traveller Now  
 
Press Services and then choose the top button.  
 
Now ς This is the Fizz Traveller main screen, known as the Home screen in previous versions. 
 This is the screen which will display your main clock. 
Find Cities ς This option allows you to build up your list of Favorite cities 
Settings ς This option will allow you to configure Fizz Traveller, set up your scheduled downloads, colors, 
main clock image and other features. You can also re-run the Wizard from here. 
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Activation ς Choose this option to activate your product and to purchase subscriptions to additional 
services. 
 

Fizz Traveller Now Screen 
 
At any time you can return to the services menu by pressing the services button. 
 

Main Clock 

This screen displays your main clock, you can choose which of your favourite cities to display by moving 
left and right on the navigation pad. The local time and date in that city will be displayed below.  On 
Pocket PC devices pressing action will make the clock full screen. You can choose which clock is displayed 
by going to the options screen. 
 

Quick calendar 

Select the calendar on the right of the screen to open up a visual calendar. Use the left and right arrows to 
move through the calendar and then press the action key to open your Outlook Calendar at the selected 
date. 
 

Quick Weather 

This view shows you the 5 day forecast and the current conditions for your chosen cities, use the left and 
right arrows to move through your cities. Choose Fetch Forecast from the menu or on Smartphones press 
Action or tap the Fetch Forecasts button ƻƴ tƻŎƪŜǘ t/Ωǎ ǘƻ ŦŜǘŎƘ ǘƘŜ ƭŀǘŜǎǘ ŦƻǊŜŎŀǎǘΦ 
 

Quickset Alarm 

Use the left and right arrows to move to the time and then the up and down ones to adjust the time you 
want the alarm to go off. Press action to activate the alarm or to clear it. You can set a quick set alarm up 
to 24 hrs in the future. The message and alarm sound is preset, for a more comprehensive alarm with 
more options, see the main alarm section. 

Find Cities 
 
Type in the city name that you wish to add to your favourite cities. You can add as many or as few as you 
like. A list of matching cities will be displayed as you type. If your city is not in the predefined list, you will 
be asked if you want to perform an internet lookup to find it. When you see your city, select it and press 
action to mark it as one of your favourite cities. You will then be shown your currently selected cities. You 
can edit the cities time zone and also what you want the city to be called (for example you may want to 
Ŏŀƭƭ ǘƘŜ Ŏƛǘȅ ΨIƻƳŜΩύ by selecting it and choosing City Information from the menu. 
 

Settings 
 
The settings option allows you to configure Fizz Traveller. Select this option to configure the look and feel 
of Fizz Traveller, when and how the weather is updated and how your homescreen plugin will look. 
Choose the various options screens below from the menu. 
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General Options 

Here you can choose your Language, which screen Fizz Traveller starts on when you launch it, whether 
your times are displayed as 12hr or 24hr, your temperature are in Celcius or Fahrenheit, your wind speeds 
are displayed as mp/h or km/hr and how you connect to your Network. Automatic is the usual choice 
here. 
 
Themes 
On this screen you can choose which clock you want to display, what skin you want to use and what text 
colour you want to use. You can also choose what overall colour scheme you want to use. By choosing 
default, Fizz Traveller will blend in with the colour scheme on your device. 
 
Homescreen Plugin Options 
These options allow you to configure how you would like your homescreen plugin to look. We provide 
several xml layouts for you to choose from and in the future you will be able to download others from our 
website or even develop your own! You can choose a time interval to rotate between your favourite cities 
and you can choose an option to automatically use the least amount of height depending on the layout 
that you have chosen. You can also choose whether to display day names or dates on the plugin. 
 
Downloads 
Here you can choose how and when your weather and other data is downloaded. First choose if you want 
ǘƻ ŘƻǿƴƭƻŀŘ Řŀǘŀ ŜǾŜǊȅ ǘƛƳŜ ȅƻǳǊ ŘŜǾƛŎŜ ΨŘƻŎƪǎΩ ǿƛǘƘ ȅƻǳǊ tC. Then choose if you want updates to occur 
all the time, ie. Using GPRS or when docked, or only when your device is docked. You can then choose if 
you want to retry your downloads if there was an error, for example you were out of service.  Finally you 
can choose what reports you want to download. 

Auto Updates 

Here you can choose when you want your data updated. You can choose to never automatically update 
your data or to update it anywhere between hourly and weekly. You can then choose a time range for 
your updates. For example, you want to update your weather every 2 hrs but only between the hours of

The panel at the bottom of this screen will show you a summary of the options you have selected and also 
when the next update is due to occur. 

Activation 

Please see Activating Fizz Traveller 3 above. 
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International 
 
Here you can see various information about your favourite cities and also other useful features to help 
you work with those cities. 
 

World Time 
This screen allows you to see the time and date in all of your favourite cities. Selecting each one will show 
you the current conditions at that city. You will also see a small green arrow on the right. Selecting this on 
tƻŎƪŜǘ t/Ωǎ ƻǊ ǇǊŜǎǎing the right selector on Smartphones, will change the order that your cities are 
displayed. 

Daylight 
The daylight map shows which of your cities are currently in daylight and which are in darkness. Move left 
and right through your cities using the navigation pad or by tapping with your stylus on the arrows. 

Meetings 
Use the meeting planner to see when would be a good time to arrange a meeting. This is particularly 
useful when you are planning a meeting with someone in a different time zone. Just scroll down the list 
(use your finger to quick scroll on the Pocket PC) until all the cities what you want to arrange a meeting 
for are in green. Once you have a time, press action to open Outlook and make an appointment.  

Dial codes 
This screen shows international dial codes, organised alphabetically. It also shows the exit code for that 
country, ie. The code that you have to use to get an international line, (use your finger to quick scroll on 
the Pocket PC) 

Moon Phase 
This screen shows the moon phase information.  You can see when the next New moon will be and also 
when the last New Moon was. 

Weather & Maps 
 
Use these options to see 7 and 2 days forecasts as well as current conditions for all your favourite cities. 
You will also be able to see various maps and even set up a user-defined web cam image for your 
favourite cities.  
 

Forecasts 
Use the right hand tabs to choose between 7 day, 2 day forecasts and current conditions. The current 
conditions will always be displayed at the bottom of the screen. Tab through the days to see detailed 
information for that day and tab directly to the current conditions to tab through the different reporting 
stations. When you choose Fetch Forecasts (or fetch Maps, or delays), the requested data will be 
downloaded for all cities, or you can choose to download the data for the current city only. 
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Maps 
 
There are 4 different types of map available, forecast, Satellite (animated), radar (US only) and user 
defined.  On the user defined screen, use the menu to add your own URL, this will be stored for your city. 
You can choose a web cam, or another weather map source.  
 
Pressing action on any of the maps will zoom, you can then use the arrows to pan around the maps. 
 

Airport 
This option will show any likely delays caused by the weather. The current airport is shown at the bottom 
of the screen. Select this and scroll through the airports nearest to your cities using the navigation pad. 

Alarms & Counters 
 
This option allows you to set up complex alarms. You can also use the stopwatch feature, with lap times 
and also set a counter/timer. 
 

Alarms 
Choose this option to set up an alarm. This can be a once only event, or a recurring alarm to wake you up 
for work every day. Select New Alarm to begin. First choose what time you want the alarm to be 
activated. Then choose how often you want the alarm to be activated. Name the alarm and choose a 
message to be displayed when the alarm is activated. Then say for which time zone the alarm should be 
activated. By default this is set to Local time, which means the time that your device is using. Set the 
volume, by default the volume is set to match the volume that you device is using. Then choose if you 
want the alarm to be continuous or just to play the sound a certain number of times before stopping. Set 
the snooze time and then choose the sound. 
 
You can now choose to play MP3 files. Just make sure that all sound files are Sounds folder in the Fizz 
Traveller installation tree, or are in the \Windows folder or the \myringtones folder on your device. 
 
Click Set Alarm to set the alarm. It will now appear in your list of running alarms. You can have as many 
alarms running as you want. The bottom of the screen will show when the next alarm is due to be 
activated. 
 

Stopwatch 
Simply start the stopwatch from the menu and then use the buttons to either stop the stopwatch or to set 
laps. If you need to stop between laps, choose stop Timer, then restart it from the menu. Use the menu to 
reset the timer back to zero.  You can left the key to start and stop the clock, and right key to lap or  reset 
the clock. 
 

Counters 
First set the number of timers that you would like to have running at once. Use the menu to do this. Select 
each timer and then use the menu to edit the value. Start each timer by selecting it and choosing Start 
Timer from the menu or pressing the left navigation key.  When each timer finishes you will hear an 
alarm.  Once all timers have completed a dialogue will appear. 
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You can also run a timer set. Just set the times for each timer and then choose Run Timer Set from the 
menu. This will run each timer in turn. 

Travel Information 
 
This section gives you information about your trip and helps you plan in advance. 
 

Flights 
You can get detailed flight information using the Fizz Flight Status section of Fizz Traveller (you have 10 
free lookups, after which an extra subscription is required for this service; please see the section on 
activation for more details). To use the Fizz Flight Status program, either pick a previous request from the 
top of the screen or enter new details below. First choose your airline, and then enter your flight number, 
ǘƘŜƴ ǘƘŜ ŘŀǘŜΦ hƴŎŜ ŜƴǘŜǊŜŘΣ ǇǊŜǎǎ Ψ!ŎǘƛƻƴΩ ǘƻ ǇŜǊŦƻǊƳ ǘƘŜ ŦƭƛƎƘǘ ƭƻƻƪǳǇΦ ¸ƻǳǊ ŦƭƛƎƘǘ ƛƴŦƻǊƳŀǘƛƻƴ ǿƛƭƭ ōŜ 
displayed. On Pocket PC, drag your finger from left to right to see the arrival information and back again 
to go back to departures. On Smartphones, use the navigation keys to move between the two screens. If 
the flight is a multi-segment flight ς press action to see each segment. 
 

Airports 
This option shows you airport names and the corresponding airport codes, organised alphabetically. 
 

Packing 
Choose this option to create your own packing list. To start, choose a blank list or select a template list 
from those listed. First name your list and then choose an icon for it. Go to the menu and choose add new 
item to add something completely new, or New Item from List to choose from the master list. If your item 
is not there, choose new item from the menu. Add your new item, it will automatically be selected. Click 
Done to return to your list. Choose done to save your new list. At any time, open your list by clicking on it 
and choose the right arrow to flag an item and Action or left arrow to mark it as complete. 
 
You can save your list as a template by choosing this option from the menu. 
 

Itinerary 
Choose Action to create a new trip, enter a name and choose an icon. 
 
From the menu, choose New and then select the element of your trip that you want to add, for example 
Flight. Enter all the details and then press Create. This will add your flight to the main itinerary for your 
trip. It will also add the trip details to your Outlook Calendar. Choose the next aspect of your trip that you 
want to add and once your trip is complete, press done. You will now see the master list of all your trips, 
select one and press Action to see the details. 
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Conversions 
 
This option allows you to not only see currency rates and conversions, but also weights, measures and 
clothing. 
 
Choose the item you want to convert, and then tab down the list. Press the right arrow to add another 
unit of measurement or to remove the current ones, then press done. Press the left arrow to enter in the 
amount you want converted and press done. You can scroll through the various conversion sections using 
the top section. 

Home Screen/Today Plugin 
 
The Traveller home screen plug-in is the ideal way to keep track of your favorite cities date, time and 
weather conditions from your device home screen. The home screen will be localized in one of 6 
languages, the same language you have chosen in Fizz Traveller. 

Installing the Fizz Traveller Home screen Plug-in 

The plug-in will be installed at the same time as Fizz Traveller . To activate it you must first launch Fizz 
Traveller at least once. When you have done this, the plug-in will appear on your phones Today screen by 
default, you can turn this off by going to Settings/Today and taping the Items tab. Deselecting Fizz 
Traveller will remove it from the Today screen. 
NB. You must have Fizz Traveller installed in order for the Home Screen Plug-in to work. 
 
You can select what you want displayed on the home screen from within Fizz Traveller, go to 
Settings/Home screen and choose the layout that you want displayed. Fizz Traveller ships with two 
layouts for you to choose from, others will be available from our website or you can design your own, 
instructions for doing this will also be made available from the website.
